Course Description and Objectives.

This is a course in mathematical statistics intended for upper-level undergraduate stu-
dents in the mathematical sciences as well as for graduate students in all disciplines.
The goal is to provide a solid foundation in the theory of random variables, probability
distributions, and convergence in probability and distribution.

Prerequisites. The course prerequisites are the mathematics courses 22M:027 and
22M:028, or equivalents: undergraduate calculus including linear algebra. Undergrad-

uate students often complete 225:120 or 22S:130 prior to taking 22S:153.

Textbook. Introduction to Mathematical Statistics, 6th ed., Hogg, McKean and Craig,
(Prentice Hall). We will cover chapters 1-4.

Grading. Your semester grade will consist of the following components:
